| appreciate the choice of the topic — a comparison of Cormac McCarthy’s The Road (2006), one of the most
recognized literary dystopias of the last years, and The Running Man (1982), a somewhat older text by Stephen
King, a cult author of horror fiction and (under the pseudonym of Richard Bachman) thrillers, is a rather original
idea, and therefore an apt one for a M.A. thesis.

The whole text also highlights the attractiveness of dystopias for young adult readers, which relates the topic to the
interests of a future teacher.

The analysis emphasizes some similarities between the two novels, such as references to pollution, consumerism
and different ways in which family members react to moments of crisis under totalitarian regimes. It also
contextualizes both novels within the tradition of earlier dystopias.

The analytical part is followed by two detailed and creative lesson plans, each of which draws on one of the two
novels, providing slightly adjusted extracts from the original texts. For instance, the theme of reality TV shows,
employed in the first lesson plan, is as topical today in the Czech Republic as it was in the US when King/Bachman
wrote The Running Man. Unfortunately, the lesson plans are mentioned in the abstract and conclusion, but not in
the introduction.

From chapter 3.4., | understand you read the novels as hopeful. Does it mean they react against the earlier
tradition referred to in your analysis (e.g. Orwell)?

Both novels were made into films, which further contributed to their popularity. Do you agree that the film versions
could be another way to make the novels attractive among young adults? Could you comment on at least one of
them, regarding how they convey the major ideas analysed in your thesis?
