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Comments: original experimental  study  processed by  the author (intervention program, testing,  data evaluation), autonomous work.  Five semi-longitudinal case studies  of  preschool children with ASD-disability.  73 pages,  for almost 100 references. 
The literature review : well structured, relevant to key words, full of information, quite long part of intellectual disability. Question: what is the relation between intellectual disability and ASD?
Adequate explanation of different type of interventions but not easy to  understand typical characteristics (what are differences between behavioral, developmental, etc., what  type was applied in your intervention program. Please, explain. Information about NO intervention are  missing.
The purpose statement (scientific problem): giving the reasons, well explained. The type of research important.
The aim, goals, hypotheses : aims are easy  formulated, clear. Why  hypotheses are not formulated? 
The methods : relevant to the aim of study and purpose (questioning, M-ABC test). Experiment seems to  be well processed and elaborated. Why information about holidays activity are  not  included? 
The results : properly presented  - all case studies, all items. Unfortunately - confusion of terminology “after holidays – two month after intervention”, two much  colors.  How to explain different results in different participants? 
The discussion -  structured for every child separately with conclusive part  of  discussion, relevant to results and findings in other  publication.
Conclusion -  strong answers to research  questions are  missing, please react.
The formal elaboration – without dramatic problems but some mistakes (MABC – M-ABC – ABC-M;   50% - 50 %; some authors in the text are not included in the references and opposite;  small mistakes in reference list).
Appendices:  available, very good  document of  complete  research process.
Study limitations : explained according real situation.
Conclusion

In spite of  some  critical remarks and  request of  explanation the presented theses are processed on very good level. Master APA student Milica Duronjić  presented

a) very good orientation in the topic, enthusiasm through theses elaboration, skills to combine self-research results with knowledge  of literature findings,

b) the submitted theses are within  higher standard of the MA  theses requirement.
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
