The thesis deals with an interesting topic. The work is well structured and written in a clear and appropriate style. 

In the theoretical sections the author deals with diachronic introduction to Bulgarian case system (a bit redundant), a typology of case systems (in a recent framework) and provides a good amount of examples to illustrate the discussion. The original parts: esp. Part 4 – provide a wide range of original contrasting examples of relevant phenomena. Part 5 describes a field research (data collection) and represents another original and potentially valuable contribution to the topic. However, the author did not integrate the results of the questionnaire to the conclusions in any interesting way - one paragraph on p. 30 and a brief mention in the conclusion do not give adequate picture of the results. 

Topics / Questions for the defence:

(2-4 specific questions which should be answered at the defence)

1. Explain the role of diachrony in your work. The history of Bulgarian is mentioned in more detail on p. 11-13 (with a number of referencies), while the diachrony of the other languages is not mentioned at all. To which extend is the diachrony relevant for the discussed topic?
2. On p.18 you talk about ownership and/or accusation and the preposition na. You give no examples – could you give some and show why this is relevant for the discussion?
