The methods : Qualitative and quantitative measurements were used with the help of M-ABC test and personal observation. A simple statistical method was used because of sample size (case studies). 
The results : The student was able to analyse and interpret the results of her research.
The discussion: The discussion was led without the comparison with other studies.
Conclusion: The student generalised her findings and limitations of her research well.  
The formal elaboration – there is a different title of Master thesis in the bibliographical

- the student used full stop in front of brackets with quotation

Appendices:  There is the description of the M-ABC test assessment and results of the comparison of two measurements in all the children. There is a lack of titles and numbers of pictures and a lack of table titles (the student uses sometimes Graph, sometimes Table in the text – there is no unification).
