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Comments: 
The literature review : The literature review is not relevant to key words, there is quite a long part about  parent-school relationships  and part about cross-cultural comparison, which is quite out of the topic of the thesis. The other part of the text about psychomotor development is poor in relevant information. 
The title of the thesis includes the abbreviation ABC, the term methods is not correct as well as the term ABC – movement method (M – ABC). 
The purpose statement (scientific problem): The idea of comparison of two tests is good and important for practice.
The aim, goals, hypotheses :  two aims and three research questions are formulated, there are used untypical bullets.
The methods : the choice of tests is relevant to the aim of study and purpose, BUT the Janda´s test (in the text different year of publication 1962, 1981) has no quotation and also there is no quotation of M-ABC test! There is not described the process of the testing of both tests in the school, unit of measurement or type of assessment in Janda´s test.  
The results : In the titles of tables 3 and 6 it is not stated which samples are compared (gender, age?) Also the descriptions of the results are not sufficient (there is duplication of information from Methodology part),
The discussion -  too short, insufficient, without discussion of the results, no answers to given research questions.
The conclusion -  conclusions in age differences are based on the results of data item mean only with different sample size (8/20). There is no interpretation of the negative correlation result in this study.  
The formal elaboration – with a lot of mistakes (dinamic, movoment, intro, genderr,… ).
There is a lack of figure´s titles and quotations, a lack of legends in tables.
The student uses first quotation in the text without all authors, sometimes she uses comma in front of & in the text.

There are many mistakes in References part, it is not relevant to norm.

The title :The Difference of motor skills development between one(first?) grade school children assessed by Janda´s methods and ABC – movement methods

The study limitations : Study limitation of the sample size is described.
The conclusion
The thesis is presented on a very low level, especially the parts methodology, results, discussion and conclusions. I think that these parts of the thesis should be revised. I recommend this master thesis to be presented conditionaly.
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
