6. Připomínky a otázky k obhajobě:  

The topic of your bachelor project is obviously one that is close to your heart. The chronological approach that you have taken ensures that there is a clear structure to it and helps to make it easy to follow. You have also used a good range of sources to help you in describing the career of this extremely popular musical group and you enliven the story with a lot of interesting details, in particular about events that befell them while on tour or about the songs they are remembered for.
It is understandable that you should concentrate mostly on their music – all their albums are commented on track by track – but I would have liked to see a bit more about some of the other facets of their story. Their films, for instance, are dismissed in just a few lines each, and there is no real in-depth explanation of just what the tensions were that led to the break-up of the group. And I think you could have brought in more about the way that they and the world around them influenced each other, particularly in the later 1960s.

Your language is generally readable and stylistically appropriate, but it would have benefited from some rather more careful editing, as there are quite a number of errors in areas such as the use of articles, spelling mistakes and typos, incorrect verb tenses, Czenglish, word order, and occasional clumsy phrasing and imprecise vocabulary.

As the subject matter is chiefly factual, there are no questions about the clarification, explanation, or exemplification of what you wrote for you to answer at the defence. Rather, I would be interested to hear your thoughts on these matters:
1. You briefly mention (on p 12) the fact that the geographical position of Liverpool helped expose the Beatles to the influence of American music and you also mention John Lennon’s admiration of Chuck Berry. What about the influence that the Beatles themselves had? How did they affect popular music in the UK and the USA in the 1960s? And what has been their influence since then? Can you name any specific singers or bands who drew inspiration from The Beatles?
2. I would also be interested to hear your thoughts about the extent to which they affected the popular music produced in Cechoslovakia during the 1960s and since.

3. You give a lot of details on songs that they recorded that had originally written by other people; what about the opposite? How effective do you think the cover versions of Beatles’ songs by other artists have been? Can you give some examples of any that you are think are particularly strong or weak?

4. You don’t give any opinions on the post-Beatles musical output of the Fab Four; what do you think of it? And what would be your top five Beatles songs if you had to choose?

5. Finally, you mention McCartney and Lennon as writing songs individually from quite an early stage of the band’s career, and yet they always appeared as joint songwriters until very late on; can you explain this?

I am looking forward to seeing you at the defence.
