The literature review 
Structured – general information relevant to sports and/or sitting volleyball

Questions: is it possible to explain causes of injuries, disability - ???
The purpose statement (scientific problem)
Done.

The aim, goals, hypotheses
Easy, clear, understandable.
The methods 
Participants – described, instrument, data collection and data processing, too. 
Questions: 

· what questions were not included in modified instrument due to “very sensitive data”? 
· what questions were not answered – mostly?

· Why Spearmen correlation  was implemented?

· Explain ethical consensus, what participants were questioned in English-Serbian?
The results 
Presented question by question. Structered related to anamnesis, sitting volleyball, training, comparison of facts.  Please – explain the results of 5 women (included in men group – is it possible to process special explanation?  What are the main marks of sitting volleyball participants – why?
The discussion and conclusion 
Discussion – good. In conclusion (little long) – more comprehensive evaluation of hypotheses, questions was expected. Please – underline again.
The formal elaboration
Good, without big problems. English relevant to not native speaker, but understandable, as well as Czech Summary.

Conclusion

In spite of  some remarks theses are processed on  good level. Student presented

a) good orientation in the topic, enthusiasm through theses elaboration, skills to combine self-research results with knowledge  of literature findings,

b) the submitted theses are relevant to standard the MA theses requirement. Theses can be recommended for publication – with some adjustments (with supervising). 
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
