Připomínky a otázky k obhajobě:
Questions for the candidate:

1) This thesis is split into two parts – much like the character of Dorian Gray and his portrait.

Part one discusses gothic novels; part two, The Picture of Dorian Gray. Dorian Gray may have some gothic elements, as the author goes at pains to list, but it is not a gothic novel. Is this because the gothic novel is obsolete by Wilde’s time? Why does Wilde use the novel form to expand upon the ideas stated in his preface to the novel? 

My major criticism with this thesis is that the author does not link the two parts convincingly.
2) On p. 18, you write that after Wilde was released from jail he adopted the name “Sebastian Melmoth” – Why? Who was Sebastian Melmoth?
3) You quote Wilde’s statement “There is no such thing as a moral or an immoral book.” from the book’s preface – yet in your discussion of the novel, you write that the character Lord Henry Wooten “presents Dorian with a ‘yellow book’ which ‘poisons’ him.” (p. 28) Explain this contradiction. How is this possible, based on what Wilde writes in the preface? What is a ‘yellow book’?
4) In the conclusion, you state that The Picture of Dorian Gray “uses a common theme of degeneration which was proposed by Charles Darwin” (p. 41) – I have never heard of Darwin’s theory of “degeneration”: please explain.
