Could have used more respondents and 
from different states than Georgia; the 
conclusions are somewhat simplified; no 
interviews with Czechs who returned to 
the USA (i.e., were dissatisfied)
While there is some interesting material 
here (I was not aware of the Czech-
Americans who have lost their Czech 
citizenship), there is too much emphasis 
on how to get US citizenship - rather than 
what this means
The material has obviously been well-
researched, and the questionnaire is 
primary research
Blogs have been trolled, books published 
on the subject have been consulted... but 
not scholarly papers: a quick search on 
Google Scholar returns multitudes
This is an original work; could and 
should have found a more-focused target: 
after conducting the questionnaire, there 
should have been follow-up questions 
which would reveal some new insights

This is original work on a deserving 
topic.
