	As a bachelor thesis this is fine and convincing piece of work.  The language is good, the structure of the tesis is meaningful. The subject chosen is, in the context of literary  criticism and studies rather marginal (as the auhors considered in the thesis  do complain. The more so is it  worth of  a wider interest and it proved of merit that our student decided to write about it.There is not much secondary literature available but in the work the collection use dis still quite satisfactory.
Ethnicity is, of course, a rather hot subject today in American culture and literature – but not all miorities are equally heeded. Most interest is being paid now to non-European immigrant groups  - also for their social and political relevance. An attempt to bring in a larger context for consideration of the topic is brought n by memtioning the work of Chinese-American author Amy Tan.

Italo-American minority has quite a  long tradition, which was mentioned in passing, but the concentration on contemporary (third generation immigrant) female writers deserves recognition. Both Helen Barolini and Louise DeSalvo based their fiction  partly on autobiography and Ms. Juříková in a comparative method sensitively analyzed the dilemmas of the rprotagonists  ensuing from the specific stage of Americanization and from  their relations to Italy, their parents and grandparents. It seems to be a general attitude of members of the third generation of immigrants that they, in search of their identity,  turn to their grandparents for inspiration and their roots. And thus the roots of their own.
