The classic secondary works on Beckett 
have been consulted - as mentioned twice 
previously, a further knowledge of 
Beckett’s other works would have given 
this thesis more depth.
This is an original work; more attention 
to the critics would have given it a more 
specific nature - however, it is clear that 
the author has done a lot of thinking 
about the play herself.
